George Hershey Robertson (1875-1948) 





 The George Hershey Robertson School on Cross Street is named for him.
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       George Hershey Robertson was the son of Elijah and Rosella (Burlingame)


Robertson, and was born in South Coventry, January 7, 1875. Elijah Robertson had a mill on the Mill Brook in the mid 1800's and was a member of a group who went to the California gold rush in 1849. Elijah returned to Coventry about 1855 and died in 1905.


George lived at 622 Flanders Rd. His grandmother was Lucy Hershey, he was married to S. Ethel Maine, daughter of N.C. and Elizabeth Maine of Bolton.





 George had many positions and titles throughout his life, He was a school principal, a mail contractor, farmer and State legislator. He was also active in the community, was a member of the First Co. Governors Foot Guards, President and the Men’s Social Club of Coventry, Grange No. 93 and President of the Willimantic Branch of the Milk Producers Association. He also was the Head of the Coventry School Board, later called the Board of Education from 1927 thru the 1940's, the school was named after  him for his work.
